In December 1948, the United Nations produced an important declaration called *the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights. This says that all people everywhere have the same rights — (6)_[ come
from / or / you / it / where / does not matter ] who you are.

The declaration talks about things like the right to live freely, ( 1 ) danger to your life or health,
and the right to have food and medicine, to go to school, and to work.

The Universal Declaration of Human Rights says that there should be gender equality in the world
— men and women should have the same rights and chances in life. But( 2 ) there have been good
changes to many women’s lives in the last one hundred years, gender equality is still an important
global issue.

Around the world, women get less money than men for the work that they do, and (7)this is only
changing very, very slowly. Women also do a lot more unpaid work than men — work that they do not
get (3 ) for, like housework, or caring for children and for friends and family who are ill or old.
Women do more housework than men in every country in the world. Women are also the poorest people
in the world. Even in the richest country, the USA, the poorest adults are women who are caring for
children.

Only (4 ) of the most important leaders in the world are women: in 95% of countries, the
president or head of government is a man; and many countries have never had a woman leader. And in

The Universal Declaration of Human Rights says that every child has the right to go to school. But
around the world, millions of children do not get an education. Often, this is because families do not
have enough money, and the children have to work instead, even when they are very young. Many
children also lose their education when schools are closed because there is war in their country.

Some girls have to get ( 5 ) when they are young, and if they have babies, the girls then have to
leave school. In some places, too, people try to stop girls reading books and getting a job — because
